Texas Children’s Food and Nutrition Department provides meals, special
formula services, and clinical nutrition services to hospital inpatients and
general nutrition counseling to outpatients. Clinical nutrition services
include calorie counts, nutrition counseling, formula instructions, and daily
screening to identify patients at nutrition risk; clinical dietitians consult
with medical staff to provide specialized information on diets and formula
preparations. Inpatient and outpatient assessment, education and follow-up
are available to patients or to outpatients by referral.

Referring physicians may call 832-822-4242 or [-800-226-2379 Monday through
Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. The Clinic Coordinator will immediately transfer the
referring physician to one of the clinic’s attending physicians. During non-business
hours, weekends and holidays, referring physicians may call the Texas Children’s
Hospital operator at 832-824-1000 and ask for the hematology/oncology fellow
on call. Referring physicians are assured direct and timely access to a senior
pediatric hematologist/oncologist who will respond to your questions, arrange
for referrals or consultations and provide you with close follow-up for any patient
referral. Specially trained patient referral coordinators work with patients and
their families to make the referral process and treatment experience go smoothly.

All patients must be under the
care of a Texas Children’'s Hospital physician, who assumes responsibility for

the patient and provides orders for the therapy to be performed in the Infusion
Center. Texas Children’s Hospital physicians may refer a patient by calling Central
Scheduling or the Infusion Center at 832-826-0414. Should multiple treatments
be required, appointments for the entire treatment plan can be made with one
phone call. Patients or parents may schedule appointments at the direction of
their Texas Children's Hospital physician by calling 832-822-2778.

Clinical Child Neuropsychology Program
This program provides comprehensive neurocognitive evaluations for children with
acute and chronic medical conditions.

Pediatric Health Psychology Program

This program serves children and their families who are having difficulties coping with
chronic medical illnesses and treatment, and/or adhering to their medical regimen.
Intervention modalities include inpatient and outpatient consultation and liaison services
within the medical setting, as well as inpatient and outpatient therapy.

Anxiety and Mood Disorders Program and AD/HD and Disruptive Behavior

The Travel Medicine Clinic at Texas Children’s Hospital offers children
