fetal endoscopic tracheal occlusion (FETO) in both the
left and right lungs for patients with severe congenital
diaphragmatic hernia (CDH), a breakthrough procedure
with the potential to help improve lung growth before
birth. With some of the best outcomes, this procedure
places a balloon in the trachea of the fetus in utero so that
the fluid normally produced by the lungs cannot escape.
Retention of this fluid stimulates lung growth, which
discourages pulmonary hypertension.
